Means Out 
Of Mind
(NAPSAi-Adding layers of pfRectiim 
may help prevent your car from being 
stolen and winding up in a "chop shop." 
ThaTs because the more layers of fwu- 
icclion you put between your vehicle 
und woutd-he thieves, ihe tougher your 
car is lu steal.
According lo The National Insurance 
Crime Bureau (NICBi, which publishes 
its annual l.isis of Most ConirtMinly 
•Stolen Cars and Auto Theft Areas in the 
United Slates, "layers" include warning _ 
systems. imn«)hili/ing devices, track­
ing mechanisms, and. <if course, com­
mon sense
layers may also include a simple tiad 
such as a car cover. As one of the first 
and most obvious deterrents thieves 
hiilice. car covers help keep a vehicle 
and its inienor, including a stereo, puck' 
ages and other valuables, out of sight. 
The average thief probably wouldn't 
ri«k the piitpi lime needed to remove a

car cover, and 
would move on to 
an easier target. 
Every passing 
minute increases 
his risk of gelling 
caught. Taking the 
time to remove a 
car cover increases 
his risk even fur­
ther.
Thieves lead lo go 
after America's 
besl-sdiing cars,

such as ilie Block-lt lino ol fabrics from 
Kimhcrly-Clark. Car covers block clam- 
age Imm'aiii and moisture, and proviilc 
eiihaiiced proleelion from nicks, dings 
and scratches. They also help prevent 
cracking and warping of interior vinyl 
and plastic componcnis such as Jasli- 
hoards hy blocking sun and high heal.
